Thank you for choosing NEW ENGLAND YACHT SERVICES. The purpose of this agreement is to set forth

the terms and conditions under which the survey will be conducted. This is so the client clearly understands the scope of

our services as well as the cost and payment policy.

The inspection will be conducted in accordance with generally accepted marine survey standards and practices in the local area. The vessel is inspected "as is, where is". The survey is a careful visual inspection of all parts of the vessel, where accessible. It may also include non-destructive testing. Please see page 2 for more detailed description of the scope of services.
We cannot make observations of conditions hidden by machinery, tanks, bulkheads, or other items prohibiting access or due to the inability to operate equipment. Machinery is not disassembled or inspected internally. There is no way to predict latent defects or other failures, which may occur in the future. While every effort is made to conduct a thorough survey, there is no guarantee of warranty, express or implied as to the condition of the vessel, its machinery and fittings.

This survey and, if conducted, a sea trial should not be construed as a complete mechanical inspection. We recommend that a professional mechanic/qualified engine surveyor be engaged to evaluate the condition of and inspect the engines, generators and related machinery.

The written report will be available in no more than five business days after the physical inspection is completed. Although a verbal report may be given immediately after the survey, it may not be complete, and should not be relied upon for decision making. The written report will include our findings, opinions and recommendations regarding the vessel and can be considered our complete findings in regard to the subject vessel. The report is released only to our client unless we have specific instructions to release it to other interested parties.

Payment is due at the time of the survey. We release the final report to the client or other interested parties when payment and this signed agreement are received. The fee includes travel in CT, RI and Eastern NY and labor to perform the survey and produce the report. It includes one follow up trip for sea trial if necessary. Additional visits are billed at our commercial rates.

The scope of a Pre-Purchase Survey inspection includes the following:

We review the structural integrity of the hull. This includes visual inspection and random sounding of the bottom, topsides decks and superstructure. A moisture meter is used at the discretion of the surveyor based on conditions at the time. We comment on the cosmetic condition of the gelcoat and finishes.  The interior of the vessel is also inspected to verify that structural members to include bulkheads, engine mounts and stringers are intact. Also the overall cosmetic condition is noted.

Machinery is inspected visually to determine the condition of hoses, clamps and belts, engine mounts and oil pans, and other accessory parts of the engines. Any abnormal findings are noted. The drive train, to include the shaft, outdrive, propeller and other related fixtures are inspected for damage and or signs of corrosion.

Electrical appliances, to include the pumps, lights, blowers, compressors and other appliances are inspected visually and also operated, where possible. Any abnormal conditions are noted. Tankage is inspected where accessible, as are fuel lines. Any significant corrosion or leakage is noted. Whenever possible, plumbing fixtures are operated. Any abnormal conditions are noted. Other miscellaneous equipment to include anchor windlass, electronics and other appliances are also inspected and checked for operation during the course of a sea trial. Coast Guard required safety equipment is inspected and reviewed for its condition and suitability.

On a sailboat, the rigging is inspected from deck level.  Up to three (3) sails are inspected, either on the rig, or on the ground, if available and conditions permit. Any abnormal conditions are noted.

A Sea Trial is conducted to review the general operation of engines and electronics. This does NOT take the place of a complete engine survey. Any abnormal conditions are noted. A Sea Trial may be waived by the client.
In summary, a Pre-Purchase Survey is a thorough visual inspection of the hull and when possible, operation of machinery and electrical appliances to determine their operational status. It will also include recommendations by the surveyor regarding abnormal conditions, and appropriate repairs, as needed. This type of survey is intended for a party purchasing a vessel that is new to them.
The scope of a Condition& Value Survey inspection includes the following:
The hull is visually inspected, in OR out of the water. Most institutions accept this type of survey while afloat.

The decks, superstructure and interior are visually inspected and general condition of housekeeping and cosmetics are noted.  Any abnormal conditions are noted.

Machinery is visually inspected to determine the condition of hoses, clamps and belts, engine mounts and oil pans, and other accessory parts of the engines. Any abnormal findings are noted. When available, the drive train including the shaft, outdrive, propeller and other related fixtures are inspected for damage and or signs of corrosion. Machinery is not operated.

Electrical appliances are visually inspected and when possible, operated. Safety appliances such as bilge pumps and blowers are checked for operation. Any abnormal conditions are noted. Tankage and fuel lines are inspected, where accessible. Abnormal conditions are noted. On a sailboat, the rigging is inspected from deck level. Sails are generally not inspected. Any abnormal conditions are noted. Electronics are inventoried.

Coast Guard required safety equipment is inspected and reviewed for its condition and suitability.

In summary, a Value and Condition Survey is a visual inspection of the vessel, but less intensive than a Pre Purchase Survey. It will also include recommendations by the surveyor concerning significant conditions that might pose a safety hazard to the vessel or persons onboard. This type of survey is intended for a client who already owns the vessel and is familiar with it.  It is designed to provide underwriting information to an Insurance Company or Bank.
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
